Cancellations & Refunds:

If for any reason Anir cancels a program you will receive a full refund.

However if you need to cancel the following applies:

Spot deposit of $500 holds your place in a given program but does not guarantee the cost; Spot deposits are non-refundable but can be transferred to hold your place for one year for another Anir Experience.

Full guaranteed fee – if you pay the fee in full by the time stated, but need to cancel within 90 days or more before departure, then you are refunded in full – less the $500 deposit; 89-60 days 50% refund; less then 60 days no refund.

Applying to an Anir program is free, if you are accepted and you agree to participate then a completed registration forms and $500 deposit must be made within 30 days after accepting; full payment must be made 60 days before departure or there is an additional $250 late processing fee.

Suggested budget – contact us for each individual program cost
* International economy airfare $1200 - $2000 (depends on airline, travel dates and oil prices)

* Most breakfasts & dinners are included but for those that are not add about $20 a day overall to your budget

* Lodging and travel insurance is all included

* Host country ground transport is included but not a private car for you to drive; you may rent one at your own coverage
* When making your budget include lunch money, additional sight seeing and leisure spending, souvenirs and gifts

* And allow yourself $500 emergency funds

FAQ
The Process: 

1. Submit application, application is received – replied to w/ request for 4 references (a reference form is sent to the applicant to e-mail to his/her references)

a. After references are received a phone interview is scheduled

b. After references are received and first phone interview is completed – the team advisory committee will discuss the applicant and if we feel they are a good fit then they will be scheduled for their second phone interview with the team leader or area specialist. After their second phone interview
2. They will be sent a registration packet which they have 10 days to consider if they really want to go; if yes then they must return the form along with their $500 non refundable deposit (the $500 is deducted from their full fee cost) – if they do not respond within 10 days they are dropped from the list or to the bottom of the wait list.

3. Applying is free it’s the registration that commits an applicant.

4. If for some reason ANIR cancels the trip the applicant will receive a full refund – if for any reason the applicant has to drop out after they have paid the $500 then their deposit is held for them for one calendar year towards any other Anir program. If they have to drop out after paying the program fee there is a refund schedule sent to them in the registration packet.  

5. After acceptance fund raising suggestions and support is given.

6. Team members will receive their training just before departure –cost of training is included in the fee except hotel accommodations.
Q: How is the money I send in or donate being spent?

A: It depends on the project but basically: 45% is project related directly within the community we will be working in, 40% will go towards your support and supplies (water, food, first aid, etc.) on the project, 15% goes towards Anir support (travel and supplies for team leaders)

Q: May I go off on my own?

A: Depends on the country and project – ask your Anir Leader for your own safety.

Q: May I take photos of animals & landscape?

A: Yes, all you want

Q: May I take photos of the local people?

A: It is best to ask permission first, ask your team leader what they think
Q: Is this trip safe?

A: It depends on the trip location - traveling anywhere (even to the store) has its risk; if this is a disaster relief trip it has various serious risks unlike the rural or urban risk in non-disaster areas. Anir will answer this question specifically during your interview.

Q: Will I need shots?

A: Yes. Tetanus, hepatitis A & hepatitis B, Typhoid Fever
Q: Will I need malaria pills?

A: Possibly, depending on the work location.
