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Like the Peace Corp but only for 3-weeks to 3-months…We know there are a lot of people who really want to do global volunteering but don't have the time to give 2 years…

Since 1997 The Anir Foundation, a non-profit, non-sectarian NGO with its goal being to provide North Americans with positive community service opportunities in Southern Africa, has endeavored to raise the awareness of issues affecting Southern Africa such as HIV/AIDS and other health issues, homelessness, orphans, major issues affecting women and youth; in addition, Anir also has programs focused on conservation and ecological concerns. The foundation has 3 main programs: 1. Academy on Tolerance, Peace and International Awareness (ATPIA), 2. Anir Experience, and 3. Project-2-Project 
1. ATPIA is our internship program. ATPIA offers unique individual opportunities to persons 24 years old and older who can spend a minimum of 3 weeks at a project site and who also want to receive educational credit hours, this includes professional CEU's.
2. Anir Experience is our small group program which offers everyone 18 and older (14-17 year-olds may participate with a parent or guardian) the chance to be involved in a small, team-oriented, global work projects. Anir Experience is a working holiday, no one is simply tourists. We work in the community with the local citizenry, hand-in-hand-shoulder-to-shoulder.
3. Project-to-Project works with individuals who want to create their own personal small team program or work project, and develop a relationship with a grassroots organization in Southern Africa. It can be a community or college campus club, a university level course, or a group of family and friends; but the goal must be to create a significant working holiday that will have a positive effect on an under servid community.
Our programs are for persons who are looking to gain life experience in a non-traditional way. Persons who are full of life and want to pay it forward in person by participating in the global community:
The countries we presently serve are: South Africa (Western & Eastern Cape regions), Botswana, Lesotho, Madagascar, and Zambia.
Here’s what we offers: 

Logistics:


We arrange
· Small group work programs run for 10-20 days with a 5-7 day pre-project education program and a 3-5 day post-project event in either the host country or another international location; meaning small group programs can run from between 15-30 days.

· Our group work projects include partnering with well established international organizations like Habitat for Humanity, and/or grassroots organizations like Fekelela HIV/AIDS Education, Raising Fountains Development Program and many others. In addition we help establish brand new program and give support to a struggling community program focused on HIV/AIDS education, women’s entrepreneurship, orphans, or any number of social and ecological concerns. 

· We arrange housing with local families, or a guest house, or B&B, or moderate hotel, or community center floor; accommodations are based on the host affiliates recommendations.

· Meals are generally included in cost unless otherwise stated.

· We provide all scheduled in country transportation to and from work site and scheduled events.

· All of our programs include working in personal contact with local community members; we do not work independently we work shoulder-to-shoulder-hand-to-hand.
· We assist in writing independent study and internship proposals that will help the applicant meet academic requirements at their educational institution.  

· We connect the participant with our travel agent for the best international airfare (If you are planning on using FF miles then you must deal directly with your airline).

Support

· All programs are lead by an Anir Education Specialist (AES), (usually a US American). AES are there as educators and also to deal with all logistics and to assist if there are any concerns or problems, and as team counselors.
· In addition all programs are co-lead with host country instructors and guides.
· We are not a granting organization. 100% of our staff is volunteer and we do extensive fundraising for each of our projects, so we are unable to offer financial support to participants; however we do help with ideas and suggestions as to how to locate funding support through community programs, and we connect you with former participants so you can ask them about their Anir Experience and how they raised funds.
Cost
